Note that highway improvements along the A10 involve using some of Milton Parish Council owned 
land. 
·  The bridge over the A10 must be replaced with a foot and cycle bridge as this will be an important 
route both to the proposed Park & Ride site and Impington Village College (and possibly to the proposed 
new community stadium).  
·  Proposals to replace the Jane Coston bridge over the A14 will result in a 6 months period with no 
bridge over the A14.  The many pedestrians and cyclists that use the Jane Coston bridge will have to find 
another route over the A14/A10 interchange.  We are very concerned about the dangers to pedestrians and 
cyclists mingling with the ever increasing number of vehicles at this interchange.  A safe, temporary 
crossing must be provided during this period.”

Citi 2 route - a resident has asked if we could have a bus stop in Ely Road (travelling north) as some 
drivers stop and some do not to allow passengers off – as a result the passengers are taken along the A10 
and back to the Waggon & Horses before they can get off.

The Corporate Manager, from 
whichever Service Area you require, will handle the enquiry/request and work hard to resolve the issue 
promptly. Unfortunately, there are some things that we cannot change if we are legally restricted, or 
because they involve other organisations. In these cases, we will explain the situation to you and give you 
an alternative point of contact. 
Stage Two 
If you are unsatisfied with the outcome of your complaint then you can request that the complaint be 
passed to either our Chief Executive or our Executive Director at the council. In this case, you will 
receive a response within 20 days. 
Stage Three 
If you are stil l dissatisfied with the outcome then you can complain directly to the Local Government 
Ombudsman. The Local Government Ombudsman investigates complaints made regarding the injustice 
that arises after poor administration by local authorities.”

 “Dear Jim 

Re: Boundary between the Cambr idge Mencap Property at No.2 Cambr idge Road, Milton and the adjoining 
Milton Par ish Council Land 
I write further to my letter of 12 November 2007. 
As you are aware our purpose in fencing off our boundary was to prevent further trespass on our land, the abuse that 
some of our service users had been subjected to and to ensure their safety. This remains our sole purpose. 
We regret that the report prepared by Mr John Saunders, the surveyor commissioned by the Parish Council, is so 
convoluted that it fails to assist. Further, while we are also disappointed by the Parish Council©s unhelpful stance in 
this matter, we recognise that we are mutually at an impasse. Thus, to make progress Cambridge Mencap will next 
week erect a fence at a distance of approximately 850 centimetres from our property at 2 Cambridge Road so that it is 
well inside our actual boundary with the Parish Council and, which we maintain still stands at 1 .22 metres from our 
property. 
We naturally reserve all rights in this matter but trust that our action now draws a line under this matter. That being so 
I would take this opportunity to wish you and all your colleagues a very enjoyable Christmas and productive New 
Year.

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 Tomkins Mead - JEC, RD, ME and RLEW met with Mick Woolhouse CSL on 6 December 2007.  
(523/12-07) MW has a 6 month contract – with a possibility of extension.  

Different landowners of Country Park were causing CSL complications with regard to a single lease.  
MW expected hand over to be completed between February and April 2008.  There would be a covenant 
to ensure activities at the Park would be consistent with activities at a country park.   CSL were applying 
for grant aid from the lottery – Community Assets Fund? to extend and refurbish the visitors centre as 
CSL wanted to create a function room.   
Any changes to the visitors centre would be sympathetically done. 
A letter to formalise agreement with MPC to manage Tomkins Mead along same grounds as with SCDC 
should be drawn up.  MPC would want the facility to withdraw from the agreement.   CSL would consult 
with MPC before carrying out eg tree work. 
CSL have no background in ecology and would take advice about ecological issues. 
 
Rowing Lake – MW will let MPC know how much per acre they are paying CCC for their land – but it 
was not yet a “done deal” .  Planning conditions, S106 agreement still to be finalised.  MW expected work 
to start within 18 months and the project to be completed by 2011. 
It was still not fully funded but would need to be within 18 months – the start of the construction process.

 Request for funding – Archaeology –  from Derek Booth: “Thank you for informing me of the decision of  
(525/12-07) Council re: my application for a grant towards storage materials for archaeological artefacts found within 

the Parish.  Obviously I am disappointed that a grant was not approved at this time.  However, it is not 
clear to me how far this is a technicality in the timing of budgets, or a matter beyond this to the value of 
the project to the village.  
Considering first the question of budgets.  As far as the involvement with CAMARC who have provided 
the materials to date, we did not know in advance in 2006 or 2007 how many artefacts would be found 
and therefore unable to give a definite figure for the cost of storage materials.  If a grant had been 
forthcoming, this would have been to reimburse CAMARC their expenditure on storage materials; they 
were supporting a community project initiated by me as Parish Archaeological Warden.  I made the 
application because CAMARC is not receiving adequate funding from the County Council to support 
expanding voluntary community projects.  Another aspect of the budgeting is that you informed me of a 
sum remaining from the Millennium funding residing with MPC under a Heritage category.  As you 
already have the money waiting to be spent, what other immediate applications for some of this money 
am I competing with?  For the present I cannot see that the costings in my present application will change 
if I have to submit another application in 2008. 
My last point is in relation to the question "What are the benefits to Milton?"  I am extremely bemused by 
this.  The same question could be asked to all past or future archaeology and local history projects related 
to Milton.  Surely, it is simply to enhance our  knowledge and understanding of the her itage of M ilton 
in the context of that in the UK as a whole; is this of little value?  Yes, you have to read the reports of 
the work held in the City Library or at Shire Hall to acquire the information, unless the village can 
provide its own access to the resource, and that will be expensive. 
Finally, I would like to emphasize that the funding of projects initiated by parish archaeological wardens 
as non-profit making, voluntary exercises, has not been resolved as to who pays towards professional 
support: is it the County Council, the Parish Council or who?  I will be seeking further information on this 
from the Heritage section at Shire Hall.  In the meantime please read out this letter at the next MPC 
meeting and I hope we can move forward in a more positive way when we have gathered more 
information from the County Council.”  

 
Agendas on Web site – I send out agenda papers 3 clear days before a meeting.  As soon as these have 
been sent they become public documents.  I intend to publish all these documents on the website, 
excluding confidential reports etc, 3 clear days before the meeting.

Insurance - My letter to Cornhill dated 12/12/07  [note: it was suggested by MCC that I ask Cornhill to 
transfer policy to their name]: 
Item 1 Youth Centre - please note that Milton Parish Council (MPC) is handing over the youth centre 
building to the Milton Community Centre and Recreation Grounds Management Committee (MCC) 
as from 1st January 2008.  Would you therefore transfer the policy for the insurance of the youth 
centre building only from Milton Parish Council to “Milton Community Centre, Coles Road, Milton, 
Cambridge CB24 6BL (tel: 01223 862763)”  as from midnight 31st December 2007.    
 

Their response (received 28 Dec): 
"We thank you for your recent letter received on the 17th December 2007. We note that the insurance for 
the building of the youth centre should be transferred to the Milton Community Centre policy. 
Whilst we can take instructions from yourself as clerk to amend the Parish Council policy we do require 
instructions from the Milton Community Centre Committee, if they are insured with Allianz, to amend 
their policy. 
No doubt you will arrange for the Community Centre Committee to take the necessary action and contact 
their current insurers. 
We did telephone to discuss but was not able to find you available. A message was left on your 
ansaphone.           We will contact you in the next few days to check that cover for the Youth Centre is in 
place, and we shall then be in a position to amend the Parish Council policy." 
  
I spoke with Cornhill New Year’s Eve 31/12/07 (thank goodness I did):

INSURE WITH ALLIANZ CORNHILL. 
MYC BUILDING INSURANCE CAN STAY IN OUR NAME FOR THE TIME 
BEING ONLY BECAUSE RJF HAS ASKED FOR HAND OVER NOT TO BE MADE YET.   
WITHOUT RJF’s EMAIL   WE WOULD HAVE HAD AN UNINSURED BUILDING AS 
FROM MIDNIGHT 31/12/07.   
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 Martyn Pollard, heating engineer has installed the Heatrae Sadia relay box. 
 
11 YOUTH 
The chairman (JEC) and clerk have met with Paula Mayes.  The following issues were addressed: 
 
Attendance figures:  The Tuesday club is new.  An additional 6 new youngsters turned up in December.  
Paula expects there to be 18 attending possibly attending in January.  Paula will check attendance figures 
as she believes that numbers were higher than reported.  Village View in February will publicise the club 
if information is received. 
If the club is deemed not to be working satisfactorily PM can agree to close it, thus saving MPC 
unnecessary expense.   Publicity needs to address the negative opinion that parents may have of the club. 
Staff:  There are normally at least 3 members of staff at every club – in case of accident, sickness, 
problems outside then premises etc. – to ensure adequate cover.  If there are two only and one is off sick 
the club has to be cancelled (as has happened in the past). 
The recruitment process takes 3 months.  Staff need to be in place in case the club becomes successful.  It 
is not possible just to take a member of staff from elsewhere (from another club) to work in Milton on an 
ad hoc basis. 
Jackson does 8 hours per week in Milton.  The aim longer term is for him to spend more time in Milton.  
For that more funding would be needed……………………….. Jackson does not have a resource budget 
– hence the request for £150 per year from MPC though if this is a bone of contention PM will remove it 
from the SLA.  As a full time worker he would have a resource budget. 
 
PM reminded us that MPC had not been asked to contribute anything towards the club while it was 
running from other premises for 18 months. 
 
[Incidentally we mentioned the loss of keys at a cost of £150-£200, the fact that MCC may be asking for 
payment to replace them and the need for better procedures to ensure that this sort of thing does not 
happen again]. 
 
It was a useful meeting at which Paula provided answers to questions that had been raised by councillors.  
The clerk was able to feedback these questions to her. 
Paula appreciated and understood those sentiments and as mentioned earlier is flexible enough to abandon 
the second club if it does not come up to MPC’s expectations.  
 
We went through the Draft SLA with a “ fine toothcomb” .  As a result PM has produced the following:

6. Establish effective communication with Milton Youth Committee and the Parish Council keeping 
advised of any changes to the regular provision and also through providing  termly reports. All 
correspondence to be through the Parish  Council Clerk. 
 
7. Arrange publicity for the Youth Club activities and events 
 
8. Seek to access additional external funding to support the development and delivery of project work.  
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9. Bookings for the Youth Centre should be made through the administrator at Milton Community 
Centre. (862763)  
 
10. Advise Milton Community Centre of any loss from or  damage to the building or its contents. 
 
11.Invoice Milton Parish Council on a termly basis. 
           
M ilton Par ish council will: 
 
1. Provide £3972 (£150 to be available as petty cash) for 
  
 An additional evening of Youth Work provision for 39 weeks  per year i.e. every week during school 
term time. Funding to  include a planning session at the start of each term and staff  meetings as the need 
arises. 
 
2. Be open to funding additional projects and holiday provision 
 
3. Be responsible for the safe recruitment and necessary checks for those volunteers provided by the 
Parish Council 
 
4. Provide financial support to Milton Community Centre so that the Youth Centre will be available free 
of charge at these sessions.”

13 LAND UPDATE 
PROPOSED ADDITIONAL FOOTBALL PITCHES, MILTON, CAMBS 
Thank you for your letter received 17 October 2007; please accept my apologies for the delay in replying 
to you. 
Sport England is the leading sports development agency in the country tasked with delivering the 
government objective of raising participation in sport and physical activity. To achieve this target we 
work with a number of partners such as local authorities and national governing bodies of sport (such as 
the FA) to maximize investment into sport and deliver new facilities where possible. 
We have a long running involvement in the land-use planning system, and are statutory consultees on 
planning applications affecting playing fields, hence our involvement in the Coles Road application back 
in 1998. 
Where playing fields are lost to development, our policy is to seek replacement pitches which are 
equivalent or better than those lost in terms of quantity, quality, accessibility and management 
arrangements. I enclose a full copy of this policy for your information. 
Sport England are pleased to see that Milton Parish Council are still seeking to progress the purchase of 
additional land for junior football pitches, especially given the evidence to suggest that this sector of 
football has grown considerably within the village in recent years. I know that Mark Liddiard from the 
FA has confirmed the growth in participation in junior football in South Cambridgeshire in recent years. 
With regard to land valuation, this is not a subject that Sport England has any expertise in or has issued 
any guidance, though I am happy to contact Cambridgeshire County Council regarding this issue, if only 
to request that they are consistent in terms of the valuation they place on the land with regard to different 
potential uses. If you could supply me with the correct contact at Shire Hall I will be happy to pursue this 
angle. 
With regard to compulsory purchase, this can be used to achieve an outcome that would not otherwise be 
possible, though my past experience has indicated that this can be a time consuming and expensive 
process if the Compulsory Purchase Order (CPO) is challenged by the landowners. It would be difficult to 
predict the outcome, but the Parish Council’s case would need to be robust with regard to the need for 
additional facilities and the likelihood (or lack of it) of securing an alternative site to meet these needs. 
I would advise that you take further legal advice regarding the possibility of Compulsory Purchase, as 
there could be significant costs incurred in preparing your case, fighting a Public Inquiry, and paying 
compensation if successful. However I enclose a government guide to the CPO process for your 
information.   
Sport England would be happy to give further guidance and support for this project where possible, either 
in respect of further planning applications that might be submitted in respect of either site, or, if you are 
successful in obtaining one of these site, technical guidance regarding issues such as changing rooms and 
pitch construction. 
I hope this advice is helpful. I wish you well in securing a site to meet your requirements and please feel 
free to contact me if I can be of any further assistance with this matter.
