The chairman, clerk and MW met Keith Faunch on 7 March. My report and Keith’sresponse in italics.

Each village has on average £7500 to spend on highways repairs for each village.

There isapot of money for large repair and resurfacing projects. If we can think of anything that we
should bid for then we should do it within two months eg the whole of the Rowans and Sycamores
footpaths; replacing drainage system.

Keith then drove around Sycamores and Rowan: footways |ook fine, but the older areas, Coles Road,;
Willow Crescent ook likelier candidates

Jane asked Keith to consider extending the footpath at the junction of The Rowans/ Cambridge Road
adjacent Tesco. Jane's footway extension. Seen it. For what length? Capital bid or............ccccevn.... ?

Jane and other volunteers will cycle the village to identify paths which could have a“surry seal”.
Surry seal may go down well in Fen Road after the trench has settled.

Keith will repair potholes between 76 Fen Road and the drift road before the level crossing.

Repairs to areas that flood eg Wilson Way will be done using another budget.

Reinstatement to road outside Bene't Garage will be done by the Water Company. Will contact Street
work Inspector re Bene't Garage trench.

It costs £900 a day to tarmac roads/ paths. £900 for crew is just to get them there. They cost £900 per
day. Materials on top of that. 100metres of footway, i.e. digging out and relaying at 2 metres wide will
cost £9000!

A10 isbeing resurfaced from Enterprise to Butt Lane. A10 scheme is approximately from Enterprise.

Can update you when I'm back in the office on Monday.

Keith has agreed to remove “Hump 45 yards’ sign from Church Lane [there are no humps any more] and
replace “No Through Road” sign outside Jolly Brewers with a new one.

The chairman suggests that we walk / cycle the village to look at footpaths etc

The land group agreed to meet to discuss the possibility of land becoming available shortly for football
pitches.

The meeting re-opened at 8.32pm with 11 members present.

Parish Plan — the questionnaires were in the process of being delivered - collection to take place

Parish Partnership - copy of the new Parish Partnership document from NALC and ACRE received
indicating how a Parish Plan could be effectively used.

Internet Banking and credit card — LloydsBank would not allow internet banking as the clerk
was not a signatory. Lloyds would also not alow the clerk to order a corporate credit card for the same
reason.

Tomkins Mead — letter from M Wool house received. The clerk had subsequently drawn up an
“Agreement” for the management of Tomkins Mead which after amending Council agreed to send to Mr
Woolhouse:
“CSL agreesto provide alevel of day to day management of Tomkins Mead as part of its responsibilities
to manage Milton Country Park for an initial period of 5 years.
The CSL Rangerswill be responsible for the maintenance.
Specidist contractors for large scale works eg pollarding of trees would be organised by CSL after
consultation and agreement in writing with MPC. The cost to be met by MPC.
CSL and MPC will meet on site every 6 months — April and October - to agree an ongoing programme of
works. Either party may terminate this agreement after giving 6 months notice.”
The clerk would point out to CSL that Tomkins Mead was alow cost low maintenance nature reserve —
no fertilisers or spraying to be allowed.

Parking restrictions Butt Lane - from Alistair Frost: the Area Traffic Engineer - David Lineswould be
happy to help review the parking (to ensure CCC policy etc are al correctly understood) at opening and
following a settling in period. If restrictions were needed and receive appropriate approvals such as
Police, Area Joint Committee etc he would get them put in.

Complaint - Trees. Steve Hampson SCDC was*“concerned that the Parish Council have been |eft
feeling that their questions have been left unanswered or that the response to questions has been less than
prompt” and apologised “for any delay in resolving this matter to date.”

To date no satisfactory response had been received to the original query about the poplar tree.

The chairman had contacted Greg Harlock and was now waiting for a response from Gareth Jones. The
chairman had been advised that Council could not contact the Ombudsman athough she could as an
individual.

Through Custom and Practice SCDC had always consulted on tree works in the Conservation Area and
Council was disappointed that there had been no consultation about the yew tree works in the church
yard.  Council was mystified as to why the yew tree had been considered urgent on Health & Safety
grounds by SCDC whereas the poplar had not been considered so.

Planning — consultations by SCDC

In view of the response from G Jones SCDC (min 25/2-08) the clerk had investigated the law on
consultations. [See clerk’s report in agenda papers]. Article 13 of The Town and Country Planning
(Genera Development Procedure) Order 1995 requires the local planning authority to notify the Parish
Council of applications.

RLEW had also conducted further research and asked for SCDC's Policy on consultations especially in
light of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004. HMS reported that SCDC produced a Local
Development Scheme (LDS) which sets out the timetable the Council will follow in its production of
planning policy documents over athree year period — to be reviewed annualy. Thetimetableinthe LDS
wasin the process of being updated and the revised LDS would be published in April 2008.

A “Statement of Community Involvement” revised timetable would be incorporated into this LDS.

Y outh Building - a meeting had taken place with Brian Murfitt, lan Kendall, Hazel Smith and the clerk
and final snaggings were being dealt with. The clerk expected the building to be signed off soon.

SLCC Meeting — report — the chairman and the clerk attended an interesting SLCC meeting on 8"

Assets

The Power of Well-Being - The new Well Being allows Quality Councils to spend on anything that will
benefit the community. CPALC advised that Council should continue to use specific powers and S137
where necessary and use the Well-Being power only if the limit of S137 is reached.

DC left the meeting. Thanksto DC for hisinput.

5 Allotments

Update — most of the allotments had nhow been taken up. Four had unexpectedly been given up and the
clerk had managed to re-let three of them. There were still four available.

RHC intended to weed kill an area before allowing the College of West Angliato bring in more manure.
One potential problem —walking route to pump for the allotments at the northern end.

Allotment holders were pleased with the improved roadway.

Gate — RHC had provided a new lock.

6 Outstanding I'ssues
Poplar tree — this was still ongoing [min 15/3-08 also refers]. SCDC felt that the tree should be removed
because of “financial future public liability implications’. To be discussed at April Council meeting.

Replacement trees at Walkling Way junction — these would be planted in November 2008.

Hard standing bus shelter Landbeach Road — CCC had laid a hard standing.

AGREED to arrange for alocal contractor to install the new bin and to finish the area up to the bus
shelter. Action: theclerk

Noted that as the clerk had been unable to find a contractor to do this work he was considering asking
Sam Bowden, Countryside Services. [RHC declared a prejudicial interest]. ME recommended another
local contractor.

7 Litter picking

Members of outside agencies walked the village on that Monday morning as part of Milton’s “week of
action” [min 33/3-08 refers]. It was commented how neat, tidy and well cared for the village looked.
More information about SCDC'’s litter picking schedule was needed. It was agreed therefore to defer a
review of P Adams duties. The clerk would ask SCDC for their schedule. Action: theclerk
The bund and Fen Road were noted as litter hotspots. A complaint had been received about a “den” on
the bund which the clerk was investigating.

Mud from the College of West Anglia vehicles on Ely Road and Fen Road was a problem. The clerk
would write to the College.

3 Minutes—the minutes of the meeting of 17 January 2008 were approved and signed as a true record.
Grant — Milton Charities had donated £1500. The Charities would review this again at their next meeting

“Thank you for your e mail with letter attached of 7 March 2008.

As| said when we met on Thursday evening | hope that we can find an agreed way forward on this matter
in order to rebuild the Parish Council®confidence in the District Council®services.

Gareth is on leave until later this week, but in order to help move things forward | have spoken to our
Trees Officer, Ros Richardson, who has provided me with estimates for undertaking pollarding and

bracing the poplar tree. These amount to £800 + VAT though may increase if a maobile
platform has to be used up to £930 +VAT. Thereafter five yearly repollarding

would cost about £300 +VAT.

Ros® advice is that rather than undertake the above works which will mean a retained maintenance
liability for future, given the tree® age, it would be better to take the tree down and plant a more
appropriate species in its place. Having looked at the estimates for removal and replanting there is little
difference in theinitial costs, but there are reduced maintenance costs over the next twenty years.

The Council®preference, as stated in previous correspondence, isto take the latter course and plant a new
tree. However in view of the Parish Council® concerns we could pursue the former course if you were
prepared to make a contribution to future liabilities. This might be by way of making a one off
contribution at the point a which initial works are carried out. If this suggestion is acceptable | will ask
for afirm quote from our contractors.

Finally, in being briefed on this matter by Ros it has become clear to me that the nature of pollarding and
bracing would have a significant effect on the appearance of the tree and reduce its height considerably. If
you are minded to explore funding of the pollarding option | would want to ensure that the Parish Council
is made fully aware of its aesthetic impact before works are commenced. This may be best done by way
of asite meeting at a future date.
