RTS was continuing to press N Atkins
for a meeting with AWA. Many of the Parish Plan returns cited the smells at the sewage works as a
major nuisance. MW reported that this was due to discussed at CCC. The CCC could apply pressure on
AWA &t the time of a planning application being submitted to extend the works.

A14/A10 Interchange Milton — from A Frost: “traffic at the A14/A 10 junction is subject to considerable
fluctuation on a day-to-day basis and the opportunity for a robust traffic survey has not arisen as yet.

Y ou will see that there is a quite significant reduction in traffic, which | believe does indicate success for
the A14/A10 improvement scheme:

Recycling Centre — Tesco - From SCDC: “The banks are regularly monitored to ensure they are
emptied at the appropriate frequency. Our staff pick up the materia left on the floor on a very regular
basis. Thisis left by the actions of lazy folks who often do not place the material in the banks when they
till have capacity. And of course there isthe blatant fly tipping.

Street cleansing crews currently spend 6 man hours per day around the various bring sites in an attempt to
keep them tidy. Later in the year when we plan to introduce a kerbside collection of plagtic, it is
envisaged that some of these problems should diminish.”

IFM reported that the area was in appalling state on that Monday.

1) David Atkinson, CCC and Tony Marks Planning Enforcement Officer SCDC had responded to HMS'

letter.

David Atkinson reported that “ The site has since been cleared of al plant, machinery and waste material.
.... Balfour Beatty imported approximately 2000 m3 of clean topsoil, in October 2007. The soil was
graded to agreed levels before being rotovated. ............. | understand seeding should take place in the
next few weeks.

The site was re-inspected following your recent telephone conversation with Andrew Greenwood and
again following the receipt of your letter. During the inspection, the officer noted the localized ponding of
surface water but could find no evidence to suggest that the geotextile membrane, which was placed
under the hard standing at the site entrance, was still in place [athough this was disputed — BJ]. The
County Council has not received any complaints from the landowner about the restoration work and |
believe that the land has been restored as per the requirements of the Certificate of Lawful Use.”

Tony Marks: “ | can confirm that a further site visit has been made by Mr Readman and the findings
discussed with Melissa Reynolds the Area Planning Officer. Asaresult of those considerations we are
in agreement with the County Council that the necessary work has been completed as required to clear the
land of al plant, machinery and waste material. In addition the land has been restored to its original use as
aresult of the topsoil that has been imported onto the site.”

“AsAlistair said late last year, no major changes can be made at this late stage as the council & contractor
have aready formally agreed what will be built & construction iswell advanced. It is on this basis that we
agreed to meet.”

He will feedback any points raised.

The meeting would look at:

- lighting on site & for the footbridge;

- digning on site.

- Nigel would like to revisit the bridge over the A10, eg parapets.

Parish Plan - PSB toreport any further analysis of Parish Plan?

Sewage Works — taken from N Atkins' (EHO) email: “the odour can be from a number of sources. After the heavy
rain etc over the winter/ spring period odours were produced by the storm lagoons that were brought into action and
then drained. When they drain, sludge deposits in the lagoon and then breaks down naturally.

Recent operational problems were encountered with the filter beds that had become blocked and ponding
of effluent had occurred on top of the beds. Remedia action was taken to free-up the filter medium to
maintain the flow.

One of the tanks has now been taken offline and drained revealing that these scrappers have been severely
damaged and are in need of replacement. Thisis a considerable job and will require the al of the tanksto
be systematically drained and the necessary work carried out to each.

The current odour problems have occurred because sludge is settling in the bottom of the tanks and is not
being cleared away. | can confirm | have visited the site and the management have been very willing to
comply with our requests and are attempting to rectify the situation as quickly as possible. It is
anticipated that quotes will be submitted in the very near future and works can then be started.

Anglia Water have carried out their own investigations, emergency repairs and are now taking steps to
rectify the problems that have been discovered. They also recognise the need for an ongoing preventative
maintenance programme, which will identify such faults before they occur, as the site is going to remain
at thislocation.

With regard to the re introduction of management meetings, | have spoken to colleagues here and at
AWA and it is generaly felt that at this moment in time it would not be beneficial to continue with them.
The reason for this, was in the past they were used as a tool to pressure the (then) uncooperative
management into taking appropriate action in relation to complaints that were received. Different
managers are now in position and the company has been proactively carrying out investigations and
remedial work without undue pressure from us. In the current situation we know what needs to be done,
they know etc.. and they are taking steps to carry it out. Both sides feel that after the repairs have been
completed the problem is likely to be solved. If thisis not the case, there will be a need to ensure good
communication between us to investigate any other abatement measures that may be considered and these
meetings can be started again.”

From PSB: The returns from the Parish Plan survey are asfollows —

997 (66%) of al adult respondents ticked ‘ Sewage smell’ as a problem / concern about Milton.

The overall response rate was 55% (ie 900 surveys returned)

In addition 96 of the 600 (=16%) | have so far analysed then also wrote ‘ Sewage Smell’ or similar in their
response to the final question (3 things overall that would most improve Milton as a place to live) — ie.
they feel strongly enough to spend time writing it down again!

Itisall very well to get along description about what is wrong and how they are going to fix it — but the
fact is that they have a responsibility to run and maintain their plant correctly and safely — and this they
are failing to do. Perhaps they should put a bit more urgency into the correction of the problems — or
perhaps their ‘ customers' in Milton might feel they are not getting value for money!

If the plant needs to be enlarged to cope with the new house building going on, perhapsthey should start a
rolling programme of new build themselves — move existing treatment into the new provision (smell free
we were told if they had a new site) asit becomes available — and finishing with larger capacity.

I think Milton residents would like to hear about a bit more pro-active action from the Council (not just
monitoring the situation) and the Company (complaining about delays over quotes).

Land adjacent A14 — From Monitoring Officer CCC: “Following on from your concerns over the
flooding at the old Balfour Beatty site at Milton, | am able to tell you that | visited the site yesterday and
spoke with the engineers from JJ Consultants who are working on behalf of Anglian Water. They told me
that the reason that the site appeared flooded was because the main sewage pipe had been broken. They
believe that it was broken by the company who had been instructed to do some trial bore holes as part of
the preliminary investigation for the redevelopment of the site. | am currently looking into this with the
land agent and will keep you informed.”

2 Minutes
The minutes of the meeting of 3 May 2006 were approved and signed as a true record.

3 Update on Community Centreimprovements

Plans showing brick skin to community centre to be re-submitted to Building Control for approval.

RLEW would meet with the contractors in August to discuss tree work at the front of The Sycamores
car park. 1f Buchans were unable to do this work MCC would contact a tree surgeon.

Play repairs on the two recreation grounds are organised by MCC and ordered by the administrator
of MCC. Currently the City Services are the main contractor for MCC play repairs.

The clerk would ask City Services to check youth shelter and skate park as a matter of urgency and to
provide written report. Responsibility for regular inspections to be agreed though it seemed logical
for MCC staff, whilst checking the basketball court, to monitor the youth shelter and skate park at the
sametime.

13 BT'sproposal to re-align payphone provision to meet consumer demand

“Y ou may have become aware through the media this week of BT’ s intention to reduce the number of
public payphones. Thisisdueto therisein use of mobile phones over the last few years and the fact that,
according to BT figures, 99% of households have a phone and 90% have a mobile phone.

Currently there are 61,792 public payphones in Great Britain and 60% no long cover their costs.

In compliance with revised obligations from OfCom (14th March 2006) regarding removal of payphone
services BT has begun aformal consultation process regarding its current programme of proposed public
payphone removals.

One of the changes introduced by Of Comisthat BT are no long required to consult on the removal of a
public payphone which has another payphone within 400m. BT have written to this council informing us
that there are a number of these payphones within South Cambridgeshire District as well as an additional
68 public payphones which are little used by consumers and are therefore proposed by BT for removal
under full consultation.

As part of Ofcom’ sreview consideration was given to the responsibility of the local authority to initiate
its own consultation process to canvas the views of the local community. With thisinformation isan
attachment detailing which public payphones are to be removed, including the number of each payphone.
