40/3-08 1 Apologies for absence  –   RT Summerfield 

 
41/3-08 2 Declarations of Interest  -  RHC, SCH and ME – item 4 personal. 

 
42/3-08 3 Minutes – the minutes of the meeting of 17 December 07 were approved and signed as a true record. 
(542/12-07) Thanks were recorded to Ted Easy for repairing the fence at the allotments. 

 
43/3-08 4 Cemetery – update, review of fees and regulations   
(541/12-07) Recent grave Mr Sam Smith - a seat had appeared and a flower bed by the hedge had been created.  The family 

should be made aware that permission needed to be sought.  RHC offered to talk with the family – AGREED.    
 Action: RHC 
 Regulations - RHC, JEC and the clerk would draw up regulations, including guidelines for type of seats and their 

siting and the question of whether to accept requests for burials from outside the village – to be discussed 
electronically and then reviewed by full committee.   Action:   RHC, JEC and the clerk 

 Review of fees – further research agreed – to be reviewed at meeting on 30 June.   Action:  the clerk and RHC 
 Ash trees northern boundary [min 22/3-08 refers] – RHC, RD and ME had inspected these and would look again 

during the Spring to ascertain their condition.  
 DC left the meeting.  Thanks to DC for his input.   
  
44/3-08 5 Allotments  
(542/3-08) Update – most of the allotments had now been taken up.   Four had unexpectedly been given up and the clerk 

had managed to re-let three of them.  There were still four available.   
 RHC intended to weed kill an area before allowing the College of West Anglia to bring in more manure.   One 

potential problem – walking route to pump for the allotments at the northern end.    
 Allotment holders were pleased with the improved roadway.  
 Gate – RHC had provided a new lock. 
   
45/3-08 6 Outstanding Issues  
(543/12-07) Poplar tree – this was still ongoing  [min 15/3-08 also refers].  SCDC felt that the tree should be removed 

because of “financial future public liability implications”.  To be discussed at April Council meeting. 
 
 Replacement trees at Walkling Way junction – these would be planted in November 2008. 
 
 Hard standing bus shelter Landbeach Road – CCC had laid a hard standing.     
 AGREED to arrange for a local contractor to install the new bin and to finish the area up to the bus shelter.    

Action:  the clerk 
 Noted that as the clerk had been unable to find a contractor to do this work he was considering asking Sam 

Bowden, Countryside Services.  [RHC declared a prejudicial interest].  ME recommended another local 
contractor.  

 
46/3-08 7 Litter picking  
 Members of outside agencies walked the village on that Monday morning as part of Milton’s “week of action” 

[min 33/3-08 refers].  It was commented how neat, tidy and well cared for the village looked.   More information 
about SCDC’s litter picking schedule was needed.  It was agreed therefore to defer a review of P Adams’ duties.  
The clerk would ask SCDC for their schedule.     Action:  the clerk 

 The bund and Fen Road were noted as litter hotspots.  A complaint had been received about a “den” on the bund 
which the clerk was investigating. 

 Mud from the College of West Anglia vehicles on Ely Road and Fen Road was a problem.  The clerk would 
write to the College.   Action:  the clerk   

 [RHC declared a personal interest - working relationship with the College]. 
 The clerk queried whether MCC or MPC should arrange to have the car park between the doctors’ surgery and 

MPC office swept – for the joint meeting between MPC and MCC to consider.   The clerk reported that the 
doctors’ manager had agreed to pay to have their car park (at the rear of the doctors’ surgery) kept clean if MPC 
could find a suitable worker. 
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47/3-08 8 Play update 
(545/12-07) The clerk had received a written report from City Services and minor repairs were in hand.  The clerk would ask  

City Services about the skate park as HMS had reported that it was in a dangerous condition.   Action:  the clerk 
 City Services had reported that the wooden houses should be removed.  RHC offered to remove them as soon as 

the clerk received written confirmation from City Services.   
 It was agreed that the joint meeting between MPC and MCC should consider whether the clerk or administrator 

MCC should be responsible for ordering services for the two recreation grounds. 
 Items for consideration for the 2009-10 budget: metal fence at The Rowans play area; concrete table tennis 

table; replacement for wooden houses.  
 
48/3-08 9 Horse Grazing 
 The clerk reported that the applicants referred to in min 31/3-08 had decided to withdraw.   The second applicant 

(who lives 12 miles away but works in the village) was keen to graze her ponies on this land at £400 per year – to 
be paid April and October each year.

We propose the following regulations: 

“Anything placed and planted on any grave other than a memorial becomes the property of the Council 
and may be removed and disposed of at the Council’s discretion without the Council being liable to 
account for any proceeds of disposal.”  

“No memorial shall be erected in the cemetery without the prior approval of the details by the Council.  
All applications should be made by a Council approved memorial mason and submitted to the Council 
together with a drawing showing dimensions, method of construction, proposed inscriptions, method of 
fixing and description of the type of materials to be used and shall be in accordance with the National 
Association of Memorial Masons specification for the construction and fixing of memorials.” 

“Authorised vehicles only are permitted in the cemetery.”   
How do we monitor this?  How do we cater for elderly relatives visiting by car? 
 
“Double plot headstones to be no taller than 90 cms and no wider than 150 cms” 
(Does this sound about right?)  

 
Ash trees:  See note for last meeting: 
RD and ME have looked at the dying ash tree on the northern boundary of the old part of the 
cemetery and have agreed to wait till Spring to inspect all the trees before deciding to 
recommend whether any should be felled. 
 
FYI we have had a quote of £350 for taking down the one tree.

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7 LITTER PICKING 
From Stuart Harwood-Clarke SCDC: 
Things have not changed 
mechanical sweep every two months, litter picking every six months, bins emptied weekly 
and outside shops litter picked weekly. 
 
[Jason tells me that he does not do the litter picking every 6 months]. 
 
Jason SCDC litter picks: 
- every Thursday from Coles Road to the White Horse  
- Monthly from Tesco to Pond Green 
- every 2 weeks entrance to Country Park 
 
I have revised Philip’s duties: 

 
Duties for Philip Adams as from – revised February 2008 

(8* hours + per week) 
 
1 Weekly: Coles Road including the grass area between 83 Coles Road and the recreation ground, 

Walkling Way, the telephone box in Coles Road, Cambridge Road verge opposite Tesco (near bus 
shelter by industrial estate and roundabout near Tesco,) empty rubbish bins at The Rowans, 
Hawthorn Hedge, Humphries Way and Froment Way play areas and the cemetery.  Pick up litter 
from these areas. 

 Check play equipment and write dates when checked on inspection schedule.  Disable unsafe 
equipment and notify clerk immediately of any problems.  Rake bark under play equipment into 
place. 

 Clean litter from brick bus shelters. 
 
2 In rotation - weekly 
 
 Tour 1:   (week 1) Butt Lane, Oaks/Elms and far end of Sycamores, Faulkner Close, Froment Way, 

Humphries Way, Woodman Way, the footpath link between Gunnell Close and Woodman Way, 
High Street from Farm College to Waggon & Horses, Landbeach Road. 

 
 Tour 2:  (week 2) Ely Road (up to number 1), along High Street from the village sign including in 

and around the telephone boxes adjacent to the village sign, as far as Coles Road, The Rowans, The 
Sycamores and footpaths associated with this area, along the front and side of The Sycamores 
Recreation Ground Car Park (including trees/shrubs at the front).   

 
 If you notice other areas badly affected with litter as you walk around please pick up litter in 

these areas also.

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 8  PLAY and the relationship between MPC and MCC 

 Raised at joint meeting – minutes: 
 “Suggested duties: 

� MCC employs its own staff to inspect play equipment weekly on the two recreation grounds 
including basketball court, youth shelter and skate park.   MPC employs its staff to inspect all other 
play areas. 

� MPC organises quarterly inspections by Cambridge City Services.  The cost of the inspections on 
the two recreation grounds will be taken from the annual grant. 

� Large items, eg play bark, should be ordered through the clerk as it is more economical to do so. 
� Play repairs on the two recreation grounds are organised by MCC and ordered by the 

administrator of MCC.   Currently the City Services are the main contractor for MCC play 
repairs.  

 
 The clerk would ask City Services to check youth shelter and skate park as a matter of urgency and to 

provide written report.  Responsibility for regular inspections to be agreed though it seemed logical for 
MCC staff, whilst checking the basketball court, to monitor the youth shelter and skate park at the 
same time.     Problems with these two items to be reported to the clerk 

 
 MPC had no future plans to replace the skate park but had agreed not to spend money on repairing 

the youth shelter.” 
 
  
 MCC inspect basketball court but did not agree to inspect youth shelter and skate ramps but since then: 
  
 So roles of MPC and MCC re play are as per “suggested duties” above without the youth shelter and skate 

park. 
 
 MPC have removed youth shelter and quarter pipe (agreed at June MPC meeting). AND ALSO 

WOODEN PLAY HOUSES as these have been condemned verbally by City Services. It was felt that 
although we have not received a written report we should remove these houses. 

 
 Do we consider replacing these with some other equipment?  I have written to Linda , 

chairman of youth committee, Paula Mayes (north of the city youth supremo) and 
Sophie Lucas, youth club leader, explaining that we have removed these and 
suggesting that between them they might wish to consider helping fund raise towards 
replacements.
