	Welcome and Introductions

	John Fuller (JF) introduced Insp Chris Savage, Sgt. Paul Rogerson, Gemma Barron (GB) Partnerships Manager at South Cambs District Council (SCDC), Wendy Lansdown (WL), Panel Liaison Officer at the County Council and Linda Browne, Community Liaison Support Assistant at SCDC.

	Representatives attended from the parishes of Histon, Impington, Rampton, Waterbeach, Landbeach, Chittering, Milton and Cottenham. 

In total 17 people were present.

	2.1
	Notes were agreed. 

Actions:

To seek clarification on insurance cover issues (Speed Watch). John fuller explained this was covered by the project. Members of the Cottenham Parish Council have been out and feel the safety precautions are adequate on a personal level.
Consider speed survey and enforcement activity if evidence supports findings. Insp. Savage explained this was being looked at by the Road Safety Partnership. All speeding issues are in the profile.

Fly tipping at Clay Close Lane – South Cambs DC. This was cleared and regular visits have been carried out but no items found recently.  A resident was prosecuted last year.
Concerns about parking issues at the guided busway stops. JF/Insp. Savage stated that the decision has been taken to wait and see what the the impact is once it has been opened and for the time being continue to concentrate efforts on parking at the railway stations.
Wendy Lansdown confirmed this was also the view of the County Council.

The old Airfield Road - clarification of the legal status of road and policy to be agreed as to policing action. WL – The road is a public highway but does have restrictions in place. A message from Cllr Shona Johnstone stated there had been a consultation in 2008 and there was soon to be a review. Sgt Rogerson stated that the police will be carrying out some action days to enforce the restriction. Sgt Rogerson said the only signs allowed were already displayed.

	Update on previous priorities and community feedback



	3.1
	To reduce ASB on the Orchard Park Estate, in order to improve working relationships with the parish council. 

Chadwick Court
Calls regarding this group of houses have significantly contributed to calls for ASB on the beat. Calls to police have been from residents involved in the conflict. Thus far, the problems in the area do not appear to have affected any other residents.
Calls for service have reduced in the period set for this priority, however the management of this situation will continue for some length of time. 

Cornell Court

Covert CCTV was used for a short period to help identify the children involved in the gas incident. Police worked with the Housing Authority who swiftly secured the utilities block.

PCSOs have identified most of the children involved and work continues with their families to dissuade them from engaging in the more annoying activities in the play park.

House to house enquiries have been made by local PCSOs in partnership with the Local Development Officer to raise awareness of this issue and to encourage reporting.
Community Council
PS Rogerson has met with members of the Council. A community police notice board has been provided to the Council to place in the community centre reception to advertise local policing activity and promote police surgeries. 

Two wardens have been employed for the Estate and PCSOs King and Blewett are due to meet with them when they begin work to organise joint patrols and crime reporting protocols to ensure that reports of criminal damage and ASB can be communicated and dealt with swiftly.

Police and the Community Council are to organise an event at the M.U.G.A (Multi Use Games Area) to promote its correct use and educate alternatives to becoming involved in ASB. PCSO King is to organise this event and arrange funding for a competition and prizes. The Premier Inn has agreed to provide food for the event. 

Police have accepted an invitation to join the big launch celebrations on the 31st July and will attend to hold a police surgery through the day.
Tackle criminal damage at the allotments, Community Centre and Country Park in Milton and address anti-social repeat victimisation.

This last panel priority has seen a continuation of work by local officers to locate and target offenders based on the repeat nature of the victims.

-Extra foot patrols have been focused on the areas highlighted. 

-A number of young people have been referred to the Guardian Awareness Programme; officers have visited these youths at home and spoken with parents. 

-CCTV has been made available for various areas in Milton to try and detect offenders. Following the implementation of this plan and the extra foot patrols in the area problems have remained a low rate.

-The majority of victims report an improvement in circumstances over the summer period.  

The following crimes were also reported in regards to ASB in the areas:

· 1 Arson Milton park

· Sycamores, criminal damage to a vehicle

· 2 x assaults relating to an incident in Community Centre car park, all suspects arrested.

Tackle road safety concerns across the neighbourhood to include excess speed and obstructive parking.

Speed checks were conducted as part of Operation Metric, aimed at tackling speeding in rural villages in the South Cambs district.  For a list of all areas covered please see page 6 of the profile.

Histon
· Parking on the cycleway going north out of Histon. Insp. Savage stated this can be reported and someone would go out and assess the situation. WL will also report this to the County Council’s cycleways team.
Impington
· Anti-social drinking and fires at Homefield Park and the recreation centre. This has been reported and the police have spoken to youth workers.

· Anti-social behaviour on the recreation ground and at the guided bus shelter. CCTV access was discussed and Sgt Rogerson explained he had tried to gain access however because it is owned by a private company it had been wiped by the time the request was agreed.
· Anti-social parking in New Road on match days and damage to the verge. Registrations and photos were taken and reported but were told no action could be taken. Insp. Savage agreed to look into this.

· The residents and Parish Council are happy for the Kebab van to be parked on a green area agreed and licensed by the district council. Bollards have been installed to stop other vehicles parking there; unfortunately cars are being driven across the pavement onto the verge showing For Sale notices.

He explained it was not monitored all the time and would not be able to used in the same way as CCTV that is monitored.
